Kirsten Haglund To Visit The ChildrenÕs Hospital of Philadelphia 
 
Salt Lake City, Utah – January 30, 2008 Ð Newly-crowned Miss America 2008 Kirsten Haglund will visit 
The Children's Hospital of Philadelphia on Monday, February 4 as her first official act as ChildrenÕs Miracle 
Network Goodwill Ambassador. The ChildrenÕs Hospital of Philadelphia was the first free-standing 
childrenÕs hospital in the United States and the hospital is one of 170 ChildrenÕs Miracle Network hospital 
affiliates. 
  
Haglund, 19, from Farmington Hills, Mich., has already been an active volunteer for ChildrenÕs Miracle 
Network, visiting the four affiliated hospitals in her home state of Michigan and raising awareness of 
ChildrenÕs Miracle Network and the Miss America Organization.  This will be the first of many hospital 
tours and functions Haglund will attend as the official ChildrenÕs Miracle Network Goodwill Ambassador. 
 
Haglund was crowned Miss America 2008 during the January 26 Miss America pageant in Las Vegas, 
Nevada. The evening featured 52 of the nationÕs best and brightest young women with Haglund ultimately 
taking home the crown. 
 
ChildrenÕs Miracle Network was selected last year as the official national platform for the Miss America 
Organization. This partnership represents the first time in the 86-year history of the Miss America 
Organization that they have adopted such a program. ChildrenÕs Miracle Network has had an 18-year history 
working with the Miss America Organization, with this newest initiative signifying an on-going relationship 
between the two.   
 
The new partnership has provided opportunities for the Miss America Organization to not only raise funds 
and awareness for the 17 million children treated each year at the 170 ChildrenÕs Miracle Network hospitals, 
but also for the Miss America Scholarship Program, the world's largest provider of scholarship assistance for 
young women, providing more than $45 million in cash and tuition scholarship assistance each year.
