Houston was recently honored with a ChildrenÕs Miracle Achievement Award during the 2008 ChildrenÕs 

Miracle Awards presented by Delta Air Lines. The annual event took place March 14, 2008 at Walt Disney 

World Resort and honors outstanding pediatric caregivers from ChildrenÕs Miracle Network childrenÕs 

hospitals throughout North America. 

Dr. Feigin was one of four caregivers nationally recognized for their lifetime of service at ChildrenÕs 

Miracle Network hospitals. He is an internationally renowned expert in pediatric infectious diseases, a 

devoted teacher of generations of pediatric specialists, a forerunner in cutting-edge pediatric care, and a 

model of compassion.  

Mary Lou Retton, Olympic Gold Medalist, and Cindy Fox, Senior Director of Development at Texas 

ChildrenÕs Hospital, presented Feigin the award.

ÒIf you look at the impact that Dr. Feigin has had on medicine, particularly pediatrics, his reach 

extends beyond a regional basis. HeÕs impacted pediatrics throughout the United States and even globally,Ó 

said Mark A. Wallace, president and Chief Executive Officer of Texas ChildrenÕs Hospital. ÒHe truly has 

made a lasting impression on the care of children.Ó 

Feigin has dedicated his life to the health and wellbeing of children everywhere. In addition to the 

exceptional care he has provided to thousands of young patients since he began at Texas ChildrenÕs in 1977, 

his compassion has extended across the globe. He has coordinated relief expeditions to tsunami-ravaged Sri 

Lanka and AIDS-plagued Africa, and led hospital efforts to save the tiniest victims of Hurricane Katrina. 
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FeiginÕs impact on pediatric research has been enormous. He co-founded the David Center for the research, 

diagnosis and treatment of immune deficiencies, named for a Texas ChildrenÕs patient who suffered from 

severe combined immune deficiency (SCID). Since the centerÕs opening in 1984, researchers have unlocked 

the genetic basis for SCID and developed life-saving immune transplant procedures for these children. 

ÒDr. Feigin has this incredible vision for the bigger picture without sacrificing his compassion for 

patients, and itÕs something no other physician I know possesses,Ó said Sheldon Kaplan, chief of Infectious 

Disease Service at Texas ChildrenÕs. 

Looking at the big picture means providing for the future healthcare of children. As a teacher, Feigin 

has helped train the nationÕs best and brightest minds in pediatric medicine, raising the level of care across 

the United States and beyond. ÒPersonally, I could treat maybe 50,000 patients during my lifetime,Ó Feigin 

said, Òbut with teaching, the impact may be 50 million through students and the impact they have on their 

patients and pediatric research.Ó 

Always focused on doing more to help children survive and thrive, Feigin is constantly looking 

ahead. Every child he sees inspires him to strive for more breakthroughs and more life-saving answers. Said 

Feigin, ÒThe future that can be envisioned for improvements in child health through research has never
