KICKS-OFF THIS WEEK IN CHICAGO 
Coast-to-Coast Relay To Raise More Than $1.25 Million For Children’s Miracle Network

fundraising event that traverses the country each fall, commences its 25-city tour in Chicago this Friday, October 26. 
The Torch Relay for ChildrenÕs Mi racle Network is a nationwide event dedicated to raising money for ChildrenÕs 
Mi racle NetworkÑ one of the largest and most trusted childrenÕs charities. ChildrenÕs Memorial Hospital in Chicago, 
Il l., will serve as the starting point for the 2007 event.

Mi racle Network has grown to an event of nationwide proportions that most recently raised over $1 million dollars for 
ChildrenÕs Mi racle Network hospitals in 2006. ChildrenÕs Mi racle Network raises funds for 170 childrenÕs hospitals 
across the country. These specialized hospitals treat 17 million children a year with life-threatening diseases. 

Miss America 2007 Lauren Nelson, ChildrenÕs Mi racle NetworkÕs Board of Governors and CEO Jim Hall will 
help kick off  the event in Chicago. Hall will also participate in the cycling portion of the relay in Ft. Lauderdale, Fla.  

ÒThe Torch Relay for ChildrenÕs Mi racle Network has l iterally ignited the entire nation with enthusiasm for 
helping childrenÕs hospitals,Ó said Hall. ÒThe relay began as a local event raising just over $5,000, and today this 
incredible event has grown to unparalleled heights. What IÕm most excited about is the thousands of kids who will 
benefit from the support of great community members and sponsors participating in the relay across the country.Ó 

Each leg of the relay will conclude at the relayÕs traveling ÒMiracle Village,Ó which gives participants and 
community members the opportunity to experience the outstanding daily work that takes place at ChildrenÕs Miracle 
Network hospitals nationwide.  

The torchÕs journey will span over 6,600 miles, benefi ting ChildrenÕs Mi racle Network hospitals in 25 major 
cities. The 2007 Torch Relay for ChildrenÕs Mi racle Network schedule includes: Chicago, IL; Columbus, OH; 
Philadelphia, PA; Bethesda, MD; Charlottesville, VA; Charlotte, NC; Charleston and Hilton Head, SC; Atlanta, GA; 
Orlando, Ft. Lauderdale, Miami, and Tampa, FL; Mobile, AL; New Orleans, LA; Houston, San Antonio, Dallas and 
Fort Worth, TX; Albuquerque, NM; Phoenix, AZ; Las Vegas, NV; San Diego, Newport Beach, and Los Angeles, CA.
